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REGULATIONS
of the XV International Taekwon-Do (ITF) Tournament
«CUP OF PETER THE GREAT»
World Cup
The XV International Taekwon-Do (ITF) Tournament "Cup of Peter The Great", World Cup, is carried out in Saint-Petersburg according to the united calendar plan of International Taekwon-Do Federation for 2007, approved by Presidium of International Taekwon-Do Federation, and also according to the calendar plan of Russian Taekwon-Do Federation (ITF) and St-Petersburg Taekwon-Do Federation (ITF) in accordance with the regulation N 46 of November 27, 1990 "About the Taekwon-do ITF tournaments" and St-Petersburg Government resolution N 1906 of December 28, 2006 “About Calendar Plan of International, All-Russian and City sports events in Saint-Petersburg for 2007”.

Article 1. Goals and objectives

The XV International Taekwon-Do (ITF) Tournament "Cup of Peter The Great", World Cup, is to be carried out with the purpose of popularizing, developing and propaganda of Taekwon-do sport in the country, realization of perspective plan of entering of ITF Taekwon-do in Olympic Program and meets the following challenge:

· showing up of  the strongest sportsmen of Russia, Europe and World

· increasing of  sports skills of Russian and Petersburg sportsmen on the threshold of the most important Calendar Championships such as: Championships of Russia, Europe and World of 2006/2007 season;

· strengthening of the sports links of St-Petersburg Taekwon-Do Federation ITF;

· preparation of administrative and technical source of Saint-Petersburg Taekwon-Do Federation (ITF) for Word Championship 2009

Article 2. Dates and place of the event

December, 8-9, 2007, 18, Dobrolubova av., Sports Palace “Yubilejny”, St-Petersburg, Russia
Article 3. The management of the event

By the decision of the International Taekwon-Do Federation Presidium the rights for carrying out of the XV International Taekwon-Do (ITF) Tournament "Cup of Peter The Great” World Cup, are assigned to the Saint-Petersburg Taekwon-Do Federation ITF in the person of Mr. M. Ju. Shmelev - vice-president of Russian Taekwon-Do Federation ITF, President of St-Petersburg Taekwon-Do federation ITF.

The Organising committee is responsible for organisation of the Competitions. The Organizing committee appoints working bodies of the Tournament – the Tournament committee and Umpire committee.

3.2 Umpire Committee
Umpire Committee organizes and supervises work of Umpires and Referees, deals with conflicts and protests, makes decisions on Competition order.  It can undertake the disciplinary actions against judges, representatives and coaches.

Article 4. Competitors
Only NGBs which are affiliated by ITF under Prof. Chang Ung leadership are allowed to participate in ХV International Taekwon-Do (ITF) Tournament «Cup of Peter the Great», World Cup. Every National federation may present unlimited amount of teams. 

All the competitors must be 1st/2nd/3rd or 4/th degree (male and female) and must be at the age of 16 to 39 years old by the start of the tournament and must be suitable by state of health for taking part in the international competitions.

Note. Heads of the team are responsible for competitors’ health. 
4.1 TEAM FORMING ORDER.
· Individual events:

· Pattern: 4 male competitors and 4 female competitors (1 competitor in  a program of each Dan); 

· Sparring:  1 competitor in each weight category;

· Special Technique and Power Breaking:  1 competitor in each event (1 male and 1 female). 
· Self-defense: 1 male and 1 female team  
· Team Events (Pattern, Sparring, Special technique and Power Breaking):

· 1 male team and 1 female – the same composition in all team events;

· Team formation - 5 competitors + 1 reserve.

PARTICIPATION FEE.  Overall fee - 400 EUR per team.

Note. Each team (regardless of number of sportsmen) pays for the participation according to the tournament conditions. All results of the teams – representatives of the same NGB won’t be overall summarized.  
4.2 COACHES
Only one coach for sparring is allowed to represent team on the ring. 

4.3 UMPIRES 
Each team must provide at least 1 umpire, not less than 3rd Degree holder, having umpire qualification or international tournament umpire experience, otherwise the team will get a penalty of  100 EUR.  

Article 5. Accreditation and registration
Tournament Organising Committee (T.O.C.) register competitors, referees, umpires, officials, coaches and guests of the Tournament in "Moscow" hotel from December 6-7 (10:00 – 19:00).
Application of the established sample from the representative of a team, the identity document of the competitor, the admission of the doctor, the medical insurance and Dan-certificate ITF are necessary to be admitted to the T.O.C. 

Competitors will receive numbers, to be fixed on the back of doboks at the accreditation.
Note. Each participant and guest of the tournament arrived for accreditation on December 7th, 2007 after 7 p.m. will pay the penalty of 50 EUR. 

Article 6.  Weight Check

Weight Checking of competitors will be carried out in "Moscow" Hotel from 10.00 to 19.00 on December, 7. The weight check is permitted for those competitors who have passed the accreditation.

Note: All the competitors, officials, umpires, referees, guests are allowed to enter the sport venue only by the ID cards.

Article 9. Dress

Dress of officials:
Team Representative – official suite (shirt, tie, trousers and jacket).
Coach — tracksuit and track shoes. 
Umpire — official ITF Umpire suit. 
Competitors:
- At the moment of entering the ring competitor must wear official ITF-approved dobok. Black belt must indicate the degree of the competitor. Number must be worn on the back of the dobok Sponsor’s logo may be on dobok. Small copy of National flag may be situated on the left side of dobok shirt. 
- When not performing, competitors must wear other track suits and track shoes etc. 

Drinking of alcoholic beverages or smoking whilst wearing the dobok is forbidden.

Competitors participating in opening and closing ceremonies must wear their ITF dobok or official outfits of their team, umpires must wear official suits.
Article 10. Competition

There are 7 types of program:

Article 11. Individual Pattern 

In this event the competitions are held in 4 divisions (in the program of each Dan). 
The Olympic (Pyramid) system of Elimination is used. The estimation of sportsmen is made by Referees by filling in the Judging forms. The Jury president indicates the winner according to the points scored from all the referees.
Article 12. Team Patterns
The Olympic (Pyramid) system of Elimination is used. The estimation of sportsmen is made by Referees by filling in the Judging forms. The Jury president indicates the winner according to the points scored from all the referees.

Article 13. Individual sparring
13.1 Weight categories
	MALE:
	to 50 kg, to 57 kg, to 64 kg, to 71 kg, to 78 kg, to 85 kg, over 85 kg

	FEMALE:
	to 45 kg, to 51 kg, to 57 kg, to 63 kg, to 69 kg, to 75 kg, over 75 kg


13.2 Protective Equipment
· Competitor must wear the following safety equipment and protective wear starting match:  The competitor must wear the ITF approved hand (plastic, only palm is allowed to be opened for inner side of gloves) and foot protectors. Color of protectors is the same with competitors position on the ring (red or blue), a groin guard inside his dobok trousers and mouth guard.  
· Competitors may wear shin guards and forearm protectors inside the dobok.
· The safety and protective equipment must not use zip,   lace or stud fasteners, no adornments are allowed. 

· Competitors must keep hair in place only with elastic materials.
· The injured competitor must be  bandaged only  by  a doctor
13.3 Coaching for sparring.
Only one coach person for sparring, wearing track suit and white gymnastic shoes, having towel can coach for sparring. He can not interfere in the match.  
13.4 Equipment check.

Referee must make sure that dobok and protective equipment is in order by start of match. In case referee finds shortcomings competitor has only 1 minute to their elimination. 
Article 14. Team sparring.

Is carried out under ITF rules.

There are 2 teams in final. The last match indicates the Winner. According to ITF rules there must be not less then 5 competitors in a team. 
Artile 15. Power Breaking
Is carried out under  ITF rules.

Standard size of boards is: 30 х 30 х 1,5 sm. Performance of each test according to the ITF rules is estimated by five Umpires. 

Article 16. Special Technique
There are 5 types:

· Twimyo nopi apcha busigi

· Twimyo dollyo chagi

· Twimyo bandae dollyo chagi

· Twimyo dollyo yopca jirugi 

· Twimyo nopi yopca jirugi

Performance of each test according to the ITF rules is estimated by five Umpires. 

Article 17. Self-Defence
System of carrying out of competitions, groups of participants, dress of participants, duration of performances, procedure of performance, obligatory techniques, criterion of pointing and definition of the winner meets  approved ITF rules.

Article 18.  Injury
In case of injury only the doctor can decide is it possible for a competitor to continue the bout or not. The competitor refusing to obey the doctor's recommendations will be disqualified 

Article 19. Umpires
The Umpires board of the  tournament is formed of Umpires of St.-Petersburg and Russian federations of Taekwon-Do, of Umpires of the countries-participants of the  tournament, and also of specially invited Umpires. All the umpires must be at least of 3-rd degree, umpire qualification and must have an umpire experience in international championships. They must submit the umpire certificate, confirming their qualification.

The organizing committee may award the best Umpires of the tournament. 

Article 20. Official representative.

Each team must have an official representative. His/Her task is to deal with Umpire, Organizational and Tournament Committee. Only official representative is allowed to present protest. 
Article 21. Protest
Official Protest Form must be filled in and presented within 10 minutes from the end of the match by team official representative, regulated protest fee (100 EUR) must be paid when presenting the protest. (If Umpires decision is still valid, then protest fee will not be returned)

Only official representative is allowed to present protest. 

Article 22. Awards
In sparring and pattern competitions the winners are:

· The winner is the competitor who took the 1st  place; 

· The silver prize-winner is  the competitor who took the 2nd place; 

· The bronze prize-winners  are 2 competitors who took the 3d  place

In special technique competitions and power test the order of awarding of winners and prize-winners may be other. There are 1st ,2nd and 3rd  places in self-defense routine. 

Competitors who took the 1st  place in every item is awarded with gold medals, certificates, cups and will get the title - Winner of World Cup, XV International Taekwon-do (ITF) Tournament “Cup of Peter the Great”.

Competitors who took the 2nd and 3rd  places in every event will be awarded with silver or bronze medals, certificates and will get the title “Prize-Winner of the XV International Taekwon-do (ITF) Tournament “Cup of Peter the Great”.

Team which takes the 1st place by the results of all items on tournament, is awarded by the Great Cup of Peter the Great”. 

Note: Determination of the champion team is made by quantity of the gold medals won by the team, in case of equal quantity of gold medals silver are taken into consideration, in case of equal quantity of silver medals the bronze are counted. 

Article 23. National anthem and flag.
Each team have to give a national flag and an anthem of the country (in duplicate) for opening and closing ceremonies of the of the World Cup and rewarding. 

Article 24. Expenses
All the expenses for staying of sportsmen, coaches, official representatives are paid by the delegating organizations
